What is Code Camp?

Code Camp is a non-profit event all about software development, by and for the developer community.

Code Camp started in the eastern United States in 2004 and has spread to numerous cities around the
globe. Last year over 5000 developers participated in Code Camps in the western US alone. Many
developers make a weekend out of travelling to a Code Camp in their region. The consistently high
guality and wide range of content makes it a popular training event for developers, rivaling events that
cost thousands to attend.

Community Driven

Code Camp is made up of technical presentations submitted by the local developers, and is organized by
local developers as well. All are encouraged to participate and speak on development topics that
interest them. Particular effort is made to create a friendly atmosphere for first-time presenters,
encouraging more developers to share their expertise and be recognized by their peers.

All about the Code

Code Camp emphasizes less slides, more code. The main requirement around code demonstrated is it
must be shareable with education-friendly terms.

Code Camps typically have an eclectic mix of sessions ranging from introductory to advanced, from
broad in scope to esoteric and left field. Attendees have their pick of subjects ranging from software
design and methodology, web development, multimedia graphics and gaming, application security,
interface design, robotics, and much more.

Inclusive

Code Camp strives to be available to anyone interested. They are held on the weekends outside of office
hours so anyone can participate. Code Camp is free to attend thanks to the contributions of supporting
organizations.

Code Camp is an all-ages event with something to offer developers of all levels, from beginner to
advance. It's a great opportunity for prospective students to learn about the field from industry veterans
in their local area.

Platform agnostic
Code Camp is unique in that it isn’t specific to a particular platform, technology, or language —if it has
something to do with code, it is fair game.
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About Central Coast Code Camp

Central Coast Code Camp was launched in 2007 and was followed up in 2008 with increased attendance
and speaker participation. It is one of the largest community-run events in the local tech community,
with attendance over 300 estimated for 2010.

The first two Central Coast Code Camps were held at the Embassy Suites in San Luis Obispo. We’ve seen
between 45 to 60 sessions during the course of a single event, and expect similar levels of participation
this time around.

Contribution Categories

Partner

Partners are organizations that contribute $1000 or more in support. This can be direct monetary
contribution, or subsidized costs such as venue donation, covering catering expenses, etc. They get their
name on room sign and room schedule, logo and name on website and signs, logo and name on
presentation slides and logo and name included in correspondence.

Networker
Networker contributors are organizations that contribute $500 in support. They get their logo and name
on website and signs, logo and name on presentation slides and name included in correspondence.

Contributor

Contributor is the base level of contribution. There is no minimum limit for contributors, though an
amount of $100 to $499 is suggested. This level of contribution is intended for organizations or
individuals who would like to chip in to support the event, but aren’t interested in the extra promotional
opportunities that other contribution categories provide.

Community

Community contributors are organizations that help support Central Coast Code Camp through
grassroots efforts. This category is intended for non-profit organizations like user groups who provide a
lot of the volunteer staffing and word-of-mouth advertising for Code Camp.
